THE REFEREES OF THE JOURNAL are recognized experts on the subject of peer-reviewed papers. The editorial board of the journal sends to the authors of the submitted papers the conclusion and comments of the referee or a motivated refusal.

SUBMISSION GUIDELINES FOR ELECTRONIC MANUSCRIPTS:

1. A manuscript must be created in a Microsoft Word format (doc, docx), portrait orientation, using Times New Roman 14-point font, single-spaced.
2. The maximum length of a paper is 12-20 A4 pages (including tables, graphs, and references). 
3. At the end of the article is placed the References. Bibliographic references in the text of the  paper should be given in square brackets. References for the original paper – at least 15 entries, 40% of which should be from foreign entries. References are in alphabetical order. If a reference is given to a specific fragment of the document text, the reference number and the pages are indicated in the reference. The information is separated by comma. The examples of references:
In-text reference: (Berdyaev, 1990: 81). 

End-reference: Berdyaev N. A. Sense of History. М.: Mysl’, 1990. 175 p.
You can see a paper layout in Appendix 2. 

Do not use footnotes for reference, except for documents or web sites with no author.

4. Citation of the authors of their own publications should not exceed 25%. It is recommended to quote foreign entries (in a foreign language), at least 40%.

5. The structure of the abstract and the article is presented in Appendix 3

6. The paper can include up to six figures. No bulky labels are allowed in figures, instead use letters or numbers to designate parts of the figure and explain them in the legend to the figure.
7. Each figures and table must have names in Russian and English.
8. When referring to a grant throughout the paper, please include relevant funding information such as funding agencies, the grant title and its number in «Acknowledgements».
9. Author's data is a separate file (see Appendix 4) necessary for interaction with the author.
Attention! The journal is aimed at an international audience and gives priority to papers that will be written in English, with references to English research and entries.

Attention! For English-language articles, first the title and metadata are in English, then in Russian!

References
References (bibliographic references in accordance with GOST R 7.05.2008)
