An analysis of sources revealed the inadequacy of technological solutions for combining
the efforts of mentors in developing teacher’s resilience. The objective of the study is to
systematize theory and experience to develop a technology for developing teacher’s
professional and personal resilience through in-school mentoring to ensure the
professional development of teachers in the workplace. Methodology and methods.
Relying on the fundamental principles of a systemic, comprehensive, student-centered,
axiological, and activity-based approach, an experiment was conducted to develop and
implement a technology for developing teacher’s professional and personal resilience
through in-school mentoring in schools in the Korocha District of the Belgorod Region
in 2022-2025. The methods used were analysis, synthesis, generalization, abstraction,
experience study, observation, and interview. Results. A technology for developing
teacher’s professional and personal resilience through in-school mentoring was
developed. It consists of four stages: diagnostic, design, practical, and corrective. Each
stage describes the goal, content, actions of the mentor, actions of the mentee, school
capabilities, pedagogical conditions, the nature of the interaction, and the outcome. The
main outcome of implementing each stage of the technology was a transition from low to
high levels of teacher’s professional and personal resilience. Conclusion: The developed
technology possesses scientific novelty, promotes teachers' professional development in
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the workplace, and is a key factor in developing teacher’s professional and personal

resilience through mentoring in schools.

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Abstract. Introduction. The integration of generative artificial intelligence (GenAl) into
all spheres of human activity, including education, is becoming inevitable. In this regard,
it is relevant to study the process of individual interaction with GenAl in order to develop
the most effective strategies for such cooperation. Thus, at the moment, one of the priority
tasks is to determine the methodology and methods for studying the process of human-
GenAl interaction. The purpose of the study is to analyze foreign scientific articles aimed
at identifying methods for studying the interaction of students with generative artificial
intelligence. Materials and methods. To achieve the purpose of the study, bibliometric
analysis was carried out, as well as an analytical review of foreign articles dedicated to
the study of students-GenAl interaction. Results. It was revealed that the investigation of
students-GenAl interaction is organized through the analysis of both quantitative and
qualitative data collected during empirical, experimental and quasi-experimental studies.
Four groups of parameters and criteria for evaluating such interaction were identified:
technical, psychological, social, and academic. The subject of analysis in the texts of
dialogues between students and GenAl are such parameters as the characteristics of
prompts (complexity, structure, type), prompt-engineering strategies, the context of
interaction, as well as the relevance of GenAl responses to student requests. Conclusion.
The results can be useful to specialists in the field of education for organizing research
on the interaction of students with GenAl. Studying the characteristics and features of
such interaction can help in developing strategies for psychological and pedagogical
support aimed at reducing its undesirable impact not only on the learning process and
academic outcomes, but also on students’ personality.

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Abstract. Introduction. Though artificial intelligence is still debatable, its major impact
on language learning is undeniable. The rise of generative Al models offers substantial
opportunities for supporting educators, experts and teachers in developing instructional
materials. This paper assesses the use of ChatGPT by Russian language learners with an
eye toward the nuances of Russian grammar cases and the possible risks connected to Al-
generated errors. Purpose. This paper aims to assess student opinions and understanding
on using ChatGPT as a tool for learning Russian grammar instances, evaluates its
applicability and compares it with traditional learning methods while also considering the
importance of teacher guidance when working with Al tools. Materials and Methods.
A mixed-methods approach was used to poll and interview fifteen English-speaking
students from the Preparatory Faculty at Belgorod State University. The participants were
asked about their opinions on using ChatGPT to learn Russian grammar and cases, as
well as its perceived advantages and constraints. Results. The study shows that students
find the system as acceptable, enhancing engagement, enabling personalized learning,
and helping them understand complex subjects. The benefits include the provision of
prompt and fast feedback and the capacity to accommodate various learning styles. Thus,
for its instantaneous feedback and tailored learning experiences, students considered
ChatGPT to be a helpful additional tool. Concerns regarding mistakes in Al-generated
explanations and the lack of contextual knowledge were raised, though; furthermore,
important ethical problems are plagiarism, academic dishonesty, data privacy and the
presence of Al “hallucinations” that can lead to incorrect grammar interpretations.
Conclusion. Among ChatGPT's benefits are individualized explanations and fast response
and feedback. Its effectiveness is restricted, nevertheless, by occasional errors and the
risk of over-reliance. The study emphasizes that these risks highlight the need for teacher
supervision and critical checking when students use Al tools for learning Russian cases.
Teachers should mix artificial intelligence tools with traditional methods to improve the
process of learning and enhance learning results so that students maintain participation
and critical thinking ability.

Introduction. Grammar is an essential
part of the language learning process, as it
provides the structural basis for meaningful
conversation. In the case of L2 learning,
grammatical accuracy is important for the
production of coherent and meaningful
utterances (Alzahrani, 2024: 1174). Whereas
grammatical knowledge is required for the
production of syntactically correct sentences
and hence avoids misunderstandings and
increases the speed of communication
(Alzahrani, 2024).

Of the many grammatical features of the
Russian language, its six cases — nominative,
accusative, genitive, dative, instrumental and
prepositional — are among the most challenging
for learners of the language. Ceytlin, S.N.,
Kruglyakova, T.A. (Ceytlin, Kruglyakova,
2024) claim that these cases mark nouns,
pronouns, and adjectives, and the forms of these
changes according to the syntactic role that they
play in a given sentence. Russian, unlike
English, achieves this by means of case endings,
that is, by marking relationships between words.
Due to the morpho-syntactic complexity, the
mentioned cases are complex and present a high
cognitive load for learners, which results in
numerous errors and low retention rates (Xu and
Shuang, 2019). Hitherto, students have learned
case usage from textbooks, repetition, and direct
instruction. Recently, Al-enabled tools have
been used to help learners understand grammar
rules, offering new ways of addressing the
aforementioned issues. But even though Al tools
like ChatGPT can be really helpful, they also

come with risks. Students might pick up
mistakes or misunderstand something if they use
these tools without guidance. That’s why it’s
important to look not just at the benefits, but also
at the possible errors and challenges that can
come from relying on Al for learning Russian
grammar.

In the twenty-first century, technology is
very important in learning foreign languages.
Ideas like Technology-Enhanced Language
Teaching and Computer-Assisted Language
Learning have come up. Machine learning
applied to digital tools like augmented reality
and virtual reality has led to the development of
creative artificial intelligence and Al-assisted
language learning (Hong, 2023). Al is a helpful
tool used in many areas, including computer
science, health, social science, natural science,
business, and games. Many studies have
examined the effectiveness of ChatGPT, an Al
language model, in facilitating foreign language
learning from different perspectives (Farhi et al.,
2023). The advent of Al-driven language models
such as ChatGPT has generated both enthusiasm
and apprehension among educators and
researchers. ChatGPT, a sophisticated language
model created by OpenAl, exhibits an
exceptional capacity to produce human-like
prose, rendering it a potentially advantageous
resource in educational settings for improving
language acquisition experiences (Singh, 2023;
Bekou et al, 2024). The use of artificial
intelligence (Al) in education has transformed
the way students engage with the learning
process. Both teachers and learners are
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increasingly using Al-based tools that offer
personalised learning paths and real-time
language support. Within the field of Computer
Assisted Language Learning (CALL), chatbots
and virtual tutors developed with the help of Al
have shown potential to enhance students’
motivation,  participation, and learning.
ChatGPT enables users to engage in
conversation and get explanations, examples,
and corrections for grammatical structures
(Kohnke, et al, 2023). This is an important
question: Can ChatGPT be used effectively to
learn Russian grammar cases and how do
students perceive the tool and its applicability?

Despite the growing adoption of Al tools
like ChatGPT, there is a notable gap in the
literature regarding its systematic evaluation in
the context of Russian as a foreign language
(RFL). Even though a lot of studies look at Al in
education (Farhi et al., 2023; Singh, 2023;
Bekou et al., 2024), very few pay attention to the
specific problems English-speaking students
have when learning Russian cases. It is really
important to understand these challenges so that
Al tools actually help students learn correctly,
instead of confusing them or giving them wrong
answers. Although past reviews and studies have
examined how artificial intelligence has been
applied in education, there are not enough
comprehensive studies that concentrate on both
the positive and negative features of ChatGPT as
a tool for learning languages especially in the
context of RFL (Baidoo-Anu, OwusuAnsah,
2023.). Therefore, this study analyzes students'
perceptions of using ChatGPT for instructing
Russian grammar situations, emphasizing its
usability, benefits, drawbacks, and
comparability with conventional learning
approaches. It analyzes students' impressions of
accessibility, usability, and overall user
experience, in addition to the advantages of
prompt feedback, tailored instruction, and
motivation. Nonetheless, it also tackles possible
challenges such as inaccurate information,
insufficient context, and excessive dependence
on the Al technology.

To achieve the study’s objectives, the
following research questions will be addressed:

1. How do students view the usability of
ChatGPT in learning Russian grammar cases?

2. What are the strengths and
weaknesses of using ChatGPT for learning
Russian grammar cases?

These questions will help us look closely
at how students use ChatGPT and how it affects
their learning of the Russian language. The
results of this study will help improve several
important areas. Specifically, this study tries to
tackle the problem of making sure Al actually
helps students learn Russian grammar, rather
than causing mistakes or misunderstandings. By
looking carefully at both the good and the tricky
parts of using ChatGPT, the study hopes to give
teachers practical ideas on how to use Al safely
and effectively in their classrooms. ChatGPT
can help with grammar learning in education
study and Al integration. This will be useful for
future developments in Al language learning
tools. Second, in Russian language pedagogy,
where Russian grammar cases are a major
problem for learners, this paper will explore
whether Al tools such as ChatGPT can be used
to improve on traditional ways of learning.
Third, the results of this study are important for
teachers. They can use these findings to better
include Al in their teaching, such as using
ChatGPT in language learning programs. This
study will use students’ feedback and their
experiences with ChatGPT to suggest ways to
improve Al tools for language learning. The
goal is to make Al more helpful and successful
in education.

Literature Review. The Russian
language is noted for its grammatical
complexity due to the presence of six cases:
nominative, genitive, dative, accusative,
instrumental, and prepositional. It means that
nouns, pronouns, and adjectives are classified
according to their role in the sentence, which
means that the word is changed and the learner
has to memorize different declension patterns
(Ceytlin, Kruglyakova, 2024). This poses a
particular problem, especially for speakers of
languages that have no case system. Research
indicate that learners may have difficulties
selecting the correct case and this results in
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errors which may lead to misunderstandings in
communication. Moreover, the flexible word
order in Russian, which is possible due to the
presence of cases, is one more difficulty for
learners who are used to more rigid syntactic
patterns (Ceytlin, Kruglyakova, 2024). One way
to help learners with grammar problems is to use
artificial intelligence (Al) technologies. These
tools can offer smart and personalized support
for learning languages.

According to Alhusaiyan E. (Alhusaiyan,
2025: 2) Al can be defined as “the science and
engineering of making intelligent machines”, Al
systems should do more than just imitate human
thinking; they need to solve real-world problems
in a smart and adaptable way. She argues that Al
machines ought to perform a number of different
activities and address unforeseen obstacles in
dynamic settings, akin to human capabilities.
Artificial Intelligence (Al) has gradually been
integrated into educational systems to provide
individualized learning and  feedback.
Alhusaiyan E. (Alhusaiyan, 2025) believes that
Al should only support, enhance the educational
process and human but not to replace human in
any way. Some applications include intelligent
tutoring systems, speech recognition, and
natural language processing. According to
Abdalgane, M and Othman, K.A. (Abdalgane,
Othman, 2023), and Pokrivcakova S.
(Pokrivcakova, 2019), Al-enhanced education
provides tailored, flexible, inclusive, and
stimulating learning experiences. It assists
educators in managing duties such as evaluating
numerous student submissions and delivering
prompt feedback to learners (Bekou et al.,
2024). The incorporation of Al in education
offers a more adaptable, inclusive, and engaging
learning atmosphere. Part of computer-assisted
language learning  (CALL), Al-backed
technology in language education spans natural
language processing, automated grading and
feedback, adaptive learning systems, and smart
tutoring systems. From CALL to intelligent
computer-assisted language learning (ICALL),
one is moving to better, more flexible, and
customized learning opportunities

(Pokrivcakova, 2019; Alhusaiyan, 2025). Al
technology effectively accomplishes activities
that would be unfeasible for an individual
educator and offers crucial assistance to
students, including immediate feedback from
automated systems. These technologies provide
individualized learning, and the learners are able
to learn at their own pace and get instant
feedback. For instance, Al powered language
learning apps can check your pronunciation,
correct it and recommend exercises based on
your proficiency level (Bonner et al., 2023; Ali
et al., 2023). This flexibility of the Al systems
enables them to meet the needs of different
learners and thereby improve on the
effectiveness of language learning.

Research has shown that AI tools are
effective in language education. For instance, in
the study conducted by Abdalgane M. and
Othman K.A. (Abdalgane, Othman, 2023), the
researchers established that using Al-supported
language skills especially reading skills and
enhanced the learners’ learning and retention of
the textual material. Similarly, Alhusaiyan E.
(Similarly, Alhusaiyan, 2025) reported that Al
driven platforms with repetitive language
practice improved language skills and accuracy
of language use.

ChatGPT is a large language model by
OpenAl that uses deep learning to generate
human-like text responses to a given input (Roe,
Perkins, 2023). Some of its features include:
understanding context, providing detailed
explanations, and engaging in conversation
(Roumeliotis, Tselikas, 2023). To a language
learner, ChatGPT can function as a talking
companion, helping the learner to practice their
target language in real time. Alongside
ChatGPT, there are also Russian-language Al
tools like GigaChat, which are trained on large
amounts of Russian text and sometimes give
more natural-sounding examples or
explanations for Russian grammar. However,
there is still not enough research comparing the
two systems in detail. Studies show that
ChatGPT helps students learn grammar better
than traditional methods. As in the study
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undertaken by Kucuk, in 2024 showed that
students using ChatGPT made much greater
progress compared to those who did not, proving
that it is very helpful for learning grammar. It
can describe grammatical concepts, create
correct sentences and perform translations. In
addition, the ability of ChatGPT to mimic the
real life conversations helps the learners use
language in different situations and therefore
increase their linguistic competence (Kucuk,
2024). Yaping W. et al. (Yaping, et al., 2024:
376) in their studies stated that “ChatGPT has
demonstrated impressive performance in
Automated Writing Evaluation (AWE), showing
a high degree of alignment with human raters”.
That means, ChatGPT is well designed and
structured and doing well in Automated Writing
Evaluation (AWE), giving results that are very
similar to what human reviewers would provide.
This connection shows it could be a useful tool
for checking and giving feedback on writing
including grammar.

One of its most admirable qualities is its
simple, understandable capacity to clarify
complex grammar rules. ChatGPT clarifies
ideas and customizes its explanations to fit your
comprehension level instead of depending on
long textbook definitions (Obanogullari, Ozbek,
2025; Pang, et al., 2024). If a learner is unsure
about perfective and imperfective verbs, for
example, the system can offer a wide range of
examples, clarify these ideas by means of
several explanations, and even make analogies
to related and similar constructions in other
languages. Apart from that, ChatGPT can
generate  customized  exercises.  Stated
differently, if a learner would like to practice the
prepositional case, simply ask for fill-in-the-
blank sentences or translation activities or any
other relevant grammar activity, the ChatGPT
will reply and create exercises and tasks
accordingly (Chen, et al., 2023; Chan and Hu,
2023; Fuchs, 2023). In their studies,
Obanogullari F., Ozbek O. (Obanogullari,
Ozbek, 2025) and Pang S. et al (Pang, et al 2024:
38) point out that ChatGPT not only elucidates
grammatical concepts but also facilitates a

comparative analysis of Russian grammar in
relation to the learner's native language. This is
immensely beneficial as it facilitates the
association of new concepts with pre-existing
knowledge. For example, it can explain how
Russian cases are similar to English, Chines,
French, or Spanish cases, which makes learning
simpler if you already know some these
languages.

Another great feature of ChatGPT is the
instant feedback as it is difficult to give instant
customized feedback by teachers or in
traditional learning methods especially when
there are large classes (Chiu, et al., 2023). When
students do not get quick feedback on their
language mistakes, which limits their chances to
fix them and improve their skills and without
such quick input or feedback, language learners
may feel frustrated, lose motivation, and have a
hard time improving progressing; but ChatGPT
can easily solve this problem as it gives instant
feedback (Su and Yang, 2023). If a learner
makes a mistake in a sentence or uses the wrong
case or verb form, ChatGPT does not just point
out that it's wrong but also provides the correct
version, explains why the mistake happened,
and shows the right way to do it (Obanogullari,
Ozbek, 2025). Getting quick feedback helps
students learn from their mistakes faster than if
they were learning by themselves. These
initiatives suggest a growing realization of the
value of ChatGPT as a supplementary
educational tool that can provide instantaneous
feedback and create interactive learning
environments (Hong, 2023). Thus, the
integration of Al and specifically ChatGPT in
language learning can be seen as potential ways
to improve grammatical development and
language achievement.

Beside all of the above advantages, there
are issues and challenges related to ChatGPT;
one of these issues is ChatGPT's lack of actual
conversational abilities (Slamet, 2024). One
criticism of ChatGPT is that its responses tend
to use language that is more common in written
discourse than in casual conversation. When
addressing different countries and cultures, this

chatbot could produce biased answers.
Sometimes ChatGPT mistakes in fixing
language errors or unintentionally repeats
sentences, which could confuse the learners
(Slamet, 2024). One could argue that it does not
reflect a conventional teacher able to lead you
via a methodically arranged course of
instruction (Ali, et al., 2023). Moreover,
depending too much on ChatGPT can make it
harder to develop important language skills like
creativity and critical thinking. If students and
teachers depend too much on Al for answers,
they might not practice solving problems by
themselves (Kostka, Toncelli, 2023; Slamet,
2024). In addition to that, not usually does
ChatGPT provide the ideal explanation. It is
only artificial intelligence, thus it can overlook
minute features observed by a native speaker or
real teacher. This could perplex students and
perhaps cause them to practice something
incorrectly  (Obanogullari, Ozbek, 2025).
Finally, if you ask ChatGPT the same question
two times, it is possible that you will receive
different responses. This can be confusing
because the learner may not know which one is
correct. A genuine teacher often explains things
in the same way every time, but artificial
intelligence may modify its response, which can
make it more difficult to grasp and trust. These
difficulties imply that traditional education
should be supplemented rather than replaced by
any types of artificial intelligence including
ChatGPT.

Methodology and methods. This section
details the research design, participants, data
collection methods, and data analysis techniques
used in this study to systematically explore
students’ opinions of using ChatGPT as a
learning tool for Russian grammar cases. The
present study employs a mixed-methods design,
which integrates both quantitative and

qualitative research approaches to capture a
holistic view of students’ experiences. The
quantitative component is based on a self-
designed questionnaire to collect numeric data
on students’ perceptions, usability, and
productivity of ChatGPT, which can be
statistically  analyzed for patterns and
relationships. The qualitative component
involves the use of semi-structured interviews to
obtain rich accounts of students’ experiences,
problems, and views on the application of
ChatGPT in the acquisition of Russian grammar
cases. This study involves fifteen English-
speaking students from the Preparatory Faculty
of Belgorod State University, all of whom are
learning Russian as a foreign language. The
participants were selected based on certain
criteria to make sure that the data collected was
relevant and sufficient. Some of these criteria
include: being currently enrolled in the
Preparatory Faculty, taking Russian grammar
cases in their courses, and having used ChatGPT
for language learning in other courses or
personally. This sample selection ensures that
the participants have had enough experience
with the difficulties of Russian grammar and the
use of ChatGPT as a learning tool, which will
help them give practical views on its advantages
and disadvantages for grammar learning.
However, it is important to note that the
sample size is limited to only fifteen
participants, which  may restrict the
generalizability of the findings of this study.
Research Results and Discussion. This
section presents key findings from the
questionnaire and interview data, examining
students’ perspectives on using ChatGPT as a
tool for learning Russian grammar cases and the
results are classified into three categories: (A)
students’ usability perspectives, (B) perceived
benefits, and (C) limitations and challenges.

Regarding usability, a significant majority
of students (87%) reported that they found
ChatGPT to be exceedingly user-friendly, while
13% indicated that they perceived it as
somewhat simple to use. The majority of
participants expressed their appreciation for the
round-the-clock accessibility, which enabled
them to obtain immediate grammar explanations
beyond regular class hours. It is evident that the

utilization of ChatGPT is quite straightforward,
as no student reported encountering any
difficulties in its use. The easy use of ChatGPT
is viewed and mirrored in the interview as one
of the participants stated that “I can practice
grammar or Russian cases at any time | want, it
gives me the feedback right away if 1 make a
mistake”. Another one said that “It’s like having
a tutor, ChatGPT is 24/7”.

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In regards to the benefits of ChatGPT for
learning or studying Russian grammar cases as
shown in Figure No. 2. It is clear in the chart that
all the students (100%) agreed that ChatGPT
helps them in explaining the Russian grammar
cases in an easy and clear way, provide instant
feedback on their mistakes as well as compare
the Russian grammar cases to their native
language grammar. One student stated that
“When I do not understand a Russian case, I ask
ChatGPT to help me compare it to English
grammar, which makes it easier to understand”.
Also, almost most of the participants agreed that

ChatGPT helps them to practice a variety of
different activities, tasks or customized
exercises. The chart also shows that (60%) of the
participants think that ChatGPT has the ability
to improve their analytical thinking in regards to
Russian grammar cases and just (40%) think that
this tool gives them more opportunities for self-
study. While only (26,7%) of the students
believe that ChatGPT can make them rely on
themselves more than on teachers. Lastly, none
of the participants thought that ChatGPT could
make the Russian grammar cases enjoyable.

Despite  these advantages, several
challenges emerged as it is shown on graph No.3
that more than a third of students (93,3%)
sometimes  encountered  inaccuracies  or
somehow confusing explanations in ChatGPT’s
explanations or examples, requiring verification
with teachers. As one of the students stated that
“Once I did my homework with the help of
ChatGPT but the teacher told me that was
wrong”. Additionally, approximately three-
quarters (73,3%) of the students reported that
ChatGPT lacks a structured learning path similar
to that of a traditional teacher. Almost half of
the students (46,7%) think that ChatGPT uses
formal and academic words that may not be

commonly used in their daily conversations.
Also, it is important to note that none of the
participants reported that ChatGPT does not
work or has difficulties with the Russian
language.

To find out how well ChatGPT can help
with learning Russian grammar, a question was
asked to ChatGPT: “How does the dative case
work in Russian? Please compare it to English
grammar if possible?” The below figures 4-6
show different parts of its response. ChatGPT
explained and gave a clear and structured
explanation, breaking down the dative case into
different functions like indirect objects,
expressing necessity, age, feelings, and certain
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actions. It also compared Russian grammar to
English, making it easier for students to
understand. The use of examples and tables help
organize the information in a way that is simple
and accessible. As mentioned above, most of the
students agreed that ChatGPT is useful for
learning grammar because it explains things
clearly and compares Russian to their native
language. A lot of students agreed that ChatGPT
helps them learn grammar because it makes

things clear and lets them compare Russian to
their own language. Plus, ChatGPT is not just
for explanations but students can ask follow-up
questions, ask for more examples, make quizzes,
create different tasks, or ask for more
clarification. This makes ChatGPT a flexible
and interactive tool that adapts to students’
needs, helping them learn in a way that works
best for them.

How does the dative case work in Russian? Please compare it to
English grammar if possible?

The dative case in Russian is used to indicate the indirect object of a sentence, showing to whom or for

whom an action is performed. It often corresponds to the English use of prepositions like "to” and "for.”

1. When to Use the Dative Case in Russian

a) Indirect Object (To Whom? For Whom?)

In English, indirect objects are usually marked by word order or the prepositions "to" or "for." In

Russian, the noun takes the dative case ending instead.

@ English: | gave the book to my friend.
& Russian: A gan kHury apyry. (apyr — apyry)
& English: She bought flowers for her mother.

@ Russian: OHa KyNWUAa LEETE MaMme. (MamMa — Mame)

b) Expressing Mecessity or Obligation ("must,” “need to")

Russian often uses the dative case + Hago / Hy»HO to express necessity, like the English "l need to..”

@ English: | nead to study.

@ Russian: MHe Hy>KHO yUUTECR. (MHe = "to me,” indicating necessity)

@ English: She has to work.
@ Russian: EA Hago paboTtate. (EAW = "to her")

c) Expressing Age

In Russian, age is expressed with the dative case + the verb "to be” (ecTb is usually omitted).

@ English: | am 25 years old.

@ Russian: MHe 25 net. (Literally: "To me [are] 25 years.")

Overall, students viewed ChatGPT as a
valuable supplement for learning Russian
grammar cases, offering instant and clear
explanations as well as customized exercises.
However, concerns about accuracy, contextual
understanding, and formal language suggest that
Al should complement rather than replace
traditional learning methods.

In this section, the findings of the study are
explained in the light of previous research on
using Al in language learning specifically in the
acquisition of Russian grammar.

The results show that students have a
generally positive perception of using ChatGPT
as a supplementary tool for learning Russian
grammar cases. The participants of the survey
approved the functionality of the application,
which provided them with instant feedback and
individual explanations. These results are in line
with Chiu et al. (Chiu, et al., 2023) and Su and
Yang (Su, Yang, 2023) who stated that
interactive chatbots students can get immediate
feedback right after the mistakes and can
provide a number of different activities
customized for individual needs. One of the
interviews responses and supports this idea
“Whenever I make mistakes, I ask ChatGPT to
correct me and to explain why this sentence is
wrong, this helps me understand the grammar
much better”. While ChatGPT offers one-click
or fast feedback on mistakes, a few students
thought teacher-led explanations sometimes
were clearer. This is consistent with Hong

(Hong, 2023), who underlined that although Al
technologies like ChatGPT can offer instant
feedback and interactive learning chances, their
efficacy relies on how they are included into
conventional teaching strategies.

One interesting thing was the grammar
comparison capability of ChatGPT, which
students found very useful and this aligns with
the Pang S. et al. (Pang et al., 2024) who stated
that ChatGPT has the ability to compare the
grammar of different languages. One of the
students commented, “I often ask ChatGPT to
compare certain Russian cases or any Russian
grammar to my native language which makes it
easy for me to understand”. This implies that
artificial intelligence tools can enable students to
link newly introduced ideas with past language
skills. One of the major issues or challenges
found was the incorrect information provided by
ChatGPT especially in the case of grammar
cases and sentence structure. Such inaccuracies
are in line with those found by Slamet J. (Slamet,
2024) who noted that at times Al tools can
provide contextually inapposite responses. As a
technology, Al can help in reducing anxiety and
providing private practice but may produce
errors that require validation by human experts.
The lack of contextualisation in ChatGPT’s
explanations reveals the need for human
instructors in language learning. Finally, some
students depended too much on the Al, and this
led to shallow learning. This is supported by
Kostka I., Toncelli R. (Kostka, Toncelli, 2023),
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who argued that ChatGPT may not enhance
problem solving or critical thinking skills.

The study presents several implications
for practice for educators, students, and Al
designers. First, ChatGPT should be used in
pairs or groups, and teachers should make sure
that students check the information obtained
from the Al tool in textbooks or with native
speakers. This will prevent students from over
relying on the technology and encourage them
to think critically. Also, teachers should
concentrate on task-based learning, where
students develop dialogues or work on particular
grammar structures and use ChatGPT for
checking. For students, the findings of the study
suggest that ChatGPT should be employed as a
learning companion for practice and asking
questions, but not as the only source of learning.
They should be encouraged to compare the Al
outputs with other sources and learn actively
through generating their own language
structures. Instead of expecting changes from Al
developers, it is more practical for teachers to
guide students in understanding that ChatGPT
may sometimes give incomplete or inaccurate
explanations. Teachers can help students learn
how to double-check Al answers, notice
possible mistakes, and use reliable materials to
confirm grammar rules. In this way, students
learn to work with Al tools more safely and
become more confident in identifying correct
Russian grammar on their own.

The results of this study also show how
important the teacher’s role is when students use
Al tools like ChatGPT. Before turning to
ChatGPT, students really need to learn the basic
rules of Russian cases from their teacher so they
already know what to expect and how the forms
work. After that, they can use ChatGPT to
practice, but only if they keep checking and
thinking carefully about the answers they
receive. If students use the tool without any
guidance or without questioning the
explanations, they can easily misunderstand
something or learn an incorrect form, which
some participants in this study experienced. This
makes it clear that Al can be helpful, but only

when students use it carefully and always
double-check things with their teacher or other
reliable sources.

Another important point that came out of
this study is how Al mistakes and
“hallucinations” can affect English-speaking
students who are learning Russian cases.
Because Russian has a very different structure
from English, even small errors in an
Al-generated explanation can easily lead
students to form the wrong rule or memorize an
incorrect ending. Several participants mentioned
moments where an answer looked correct at first
glance but later turned out to be inaccurate.
Understanding these risks can actually help
improve students’ literacy: when teachers
encourage students to question unexpected
answers and compare them with reliable
sources, students become more aware of how
Russian cases really work. In this way, the
presence of Al mistakes becomes a learning
opportunity that strengthens students’ attention
to form and accuracy.

It is also worth mentioning that there are
Russian-language Al tools, such as GigaChat,
which some students might use when learning
Russian grammar. As GigaChat is specifically
designed for the Russian language, it can
provide clearer examples and more accurate
case endings, particularly in everyday sentences,
than ChatGPT. A short comparison suggests that
both tools can be helpful, but neither should be
used as a fully reliable source on its own. For
students, this means that having access to a
Russian-language Al can be useful, but they still
need guidance from their teacher and traditional
materials to understand Russian cases correctly.

Conclusions. This research has given a
better understanding of how students use
ChatGPT as a learning tool for Russian grammar
cases and what challenges they encounter. The
results show that although ChatGPT is
considered convenient and helpful for drilling
grammar concepts, it is not always perfect. The
students liked the instant feedback, the
individual activities and the examples but some
of them were concerned about the correctness of
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the information provided by ChatGPT. It shows
that while ChatGPT can be a good assistance
and a useful tool in the process of RFL, yet it is
not enough to replace the traditional way of
teaching. The tool can be more useful when used
together with explanations from teachers and
textbooks. These findings indicate that although
Al tools such as ChatGPT have a number of
advantages in the process of language learning,
their effectiveness can depend on how they are
applied. Teachers should assist students in using
Al-supported materials as additional learning
resources and encourage them to think critically
about the information provided by Al. Since the
study was conducted with a small sample of
fifteen participants, the findings may not be fully
generalizable.  In  the  future, further
investigations should continue to investigate the
impact of ChatGPT on grammar learning over
time and compare it with other Al tools. It would
also be useful to increase the sample size to
include students from various language
backgrounds to determine how they apply and
benefit from Al-assisted learning. Thus,
knowing how to incorporate Al into the learning
process with humans will enable educators to
develop innovative learning environments that
can help students learn independently and
critically analyse various grammar rules. At the
same time, the study shows that Al can
sometimes give misleading or incorrect answers,
so students really need guidance in double-
checking ChatGPT’s explanations to avoid
picking up wrong grammar patterns.
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Abstract: Introduction. Academic rigour is central to graduate assessment but how
written rubrics actually translate into examiners’ judgements remains under-theorized.
Obijective. This paper investigates how standards of academic rigour are both articulated
in written policy and enacted in practice when assessing Master of Arts dissertations.
Materials and Methods. Drawing on a qualitative, multi-methods study conducted at the
English Department, University of Batna 2, this research project employs a purposeful
corpus comprising 120 Master's dissertations that were submitted between 1 May 2023
and 30 June 2025. Additionally, it incorporates the examiners' reports and semi-
structured interviews with 12 supervisors and 13 examiners. A stratified sub-sample of
36 dissertations was analysed in depth. Data were examined through document analysis,
thematic coding and cross-source triangulation to map written criteria against evaluative
practice. Results. The results show that, although official rubrics supply clear procedural
criteria, evaluators frequently rely on tacit interpretive standards so that policy and
practice align only partially. Three interrelated mechanisms explain this divergence:
methodological legibility (how clearly methodological choices make a thesis readable
and defensible), supervisory socialisation (the informal norms supervisors transmit),
and internal board composition (the mix of examiners’ expertise and expectations).
Conclusion. We argue that improving fairness and consistency requires calibrated
rubrics augmented with annotated exemplars, routine examiner-calibration workshops,
and targeted supervisor development to increase analytic transparency. The study’s
significance lies in offering an empirically grounded account of the policy — practice
gap, providing concrete interventions for institutional assessment and quality-assurance,
and setting an agenda for comparative and experimental research to evaluate the
effectiveness of the proposed measures.

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Introduction. Master’s  dissertations
operate as high-stakes gateways in higher
education: they certify independent research
capability and function as credentialing
instruments for academic and professional
advancement. Yet the precise meaning of
“rigour” — the core criterion by which
dissertations are judged - is rarely
unambiguous. Written rubrics and departmental
guidelines set out formal expectations, but the
judgments that ultimately determine acceptance,
revision or failure are produced in situated
evaluative practices: in examiner reports, board
deliberations, and day-to-day supervisory
advice. In Algeria’s LMD system, dissertation
evaluation carries particularly high epistemic
stakes, as language hierarchies (among Arabic,
French, and English), local disciplinary
traditions, and institutional pressures for
standardization all intersect.

A recent internal study in the English
Department at the University of Batna 2
(Benbouabdallah, Benmekhlouf, 2023) reported
widespread teacher support for a standardized
rubric to increase marking consistency and
efficiency; that study produced a detailed
checklist of dissertation elements (title,
originality, structure, methodology, analysis,
depth of discussion, references, etc.). While
practically useful, a checklist approach does not
explain how criteria are interpreted, negotiated,
and operationalised in practice. In particular, it
leaves unexamined three core issues: (a) the gap
between what is written and what is rewarded
(how examiner reports and marks align with
rubric items), (b) the role of local epistemic
hierarchies (how language choices and
methodological preferences function as proxies
for rigour), and (c) the institutional
configuration of gatekeeping (in Batna 2, boards
comprise a chairperson, the student’s supervisor
and an internal examiner — with no external

examiners — a structure with important
implications for local control over standards).

This study addresses these issues through
a multi-method qualitative investigation of the
English Department at the University of Batna
2. The empirical core is a corpus of 120 MA
dissertations defended between May 2023 and
June 2025 (the COVID period was intentionally
excluded because emergency assessment
practices would distort findings). These
dissertations belong to the three departmental
options — LLA (Language and Applied
Linguistics), LC (Language and Culture), and
Didactics — providing a cross-section of
disciplinary orientations. The corpus analysis is
complemented by a purposive, stratified set
of in-depth readings of a sub-sample of
dissertations and their examiner reports, and by
semi-structured interviews with n = 25
departmental teachers (supervisors and internal
examiners) sampled across Algerian academic
ranks: Maitre assistant (Assistant Lecturer);
Maitre de Conférences B (Associate Professor);
Maitre de Conférences A (Senior Associate
Professor); and Full Professor.

The study asks the following research
questions:

1. How do supervisors and internal
examiners in the English Department at Batna 2
articulate the criteria of rigour when assessing
MA dissertations?

2. To what extent do written
departmental rubrics and guidelines correspond
with evaluative practices evident in examiner
reports and dissertation outcomes across the
corpus of 120 dissertations?

3. What institutional and epistemic
factors (e.g., originality, methodological norms,
language and citation practices) shape the
enactment of standards of rigour?

In response to these questions, the primary
objective of this study is to investigate how
standards of academic rigour are articulated in
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departmental rubrics and enacted in examiner
and supervisory practices, and to identify the
institutional and epistemic mechanisms that
mediate the translation of written criteria into
evaluative outcomes.

This study makes a focused empirical and
theoretical contribution. Empirically, it provides
a corpus-based account of 120 MA dissertations
(with 36 close-read cases) that links written
rubrics, examiner reports and supervisor
practices to concrete outcomes in an Algerian
EFL context. Theoretically, it introduces a
mechanism-level explanation for evaluative
discretion by identifying three mediators —
methodological legibility, supervisory
socialisation and board composition — that
translate  written  criteria into  enacted
judgements. Practically, it offers testable,
institution-level  interventions  (calibrated
exemplars, examiner calibration, supervisor
development) that directly address the
documented rubric—practice gap. Together these
elements move the scholarly conversation
beyond descriptive accounts of inconsistency
toward an operational model for reducing
evaluative variance.

Literature  review. Research on
postgraduate dissertation assessment treats
rigour not as a single, self-evident property but
as a multidimensional achievement produced in
situated evaluative practice. Across the
literature, scholars converge on several
interdependent dimensions that examiners and
committees mobilise: methodological
soundness (robust design and transparent
analytic procedures), theoretical and conceptual
depth, analytical coherence, and
trustworthiness/ethical reporting — the latter
expressed in discipline-appropriate terms (e.g.
validity/reliability or
credibility/dependability/transferability). These
dimensions operate less as neutral checkboxes
than as normative axes that actors selectively
invoke to justify judgements. (Goodman et al.,
2020; Morse, 2015; Mullins, Kiley, 2002;
Varela et al., 2021; Yadav, 2021).

A recurrent finding is the coexistence of
two evaluative registers. One is procedural —

checklist-like rubric language that notes the
presence/absence of required elements (research
questions, method chapter, bibliographic
conventions) and offers  administrative
defensibility. The other is tacit and interpretive
— idioms of “analytical depth”, “intellectual
contribution”, and ‘“conceptual engagement”
that rubrics do not fully capture. Empirical
analyses of examiner reports and defence
interactions show that committees use
procedural language instrumentally while
substantive decisions often depend on tacit
interpretive labour. This duality explains why
formally compliant theses may still be asked for
substantial revision, and why papers with strong
conceptual claims can succeed despite
presentation weaknesses. (Mullins, Kiley, 2002;
Holbrook et al., 2004; Man et al., 2020).
Institutional responses commonly
emphasise rubrics and QA frameworks because
these instruments improve clarity and drafting.
Yet scholarship warns that specification alone
can privilege particular epistemic forms and
leave substantive discretion intact: rubrics
provide vocabularies and scaffolds but must be
calibrated to be reliably determinative. Studies
that compare written rubrics with enacted
practice repeatedly find that rubrics function as
justificatory covers for discretionary judgement
unless accompanied by exemplification and
shared interpretive work (Bukhari et al., 2021;
Belcher et al., 2016; Reddy, Andrade, 2010).
Supervision is central to how standards are
realised in practice. Supervisors translate tacit
expectations into manuscripts by advising on
structure, method transparency, and
presentation; this editorial labour can
standardise theses and advantage candidates
whose supervisors possess stronger genre
knowledge and networks. At the same time,
supervisory mediation produces inequality when
supervisory capacity is uneven, supporting calls
for formal supervisor development (Lee, 2018;
Bastola, Hu, 2020; Chugh et al., 2021).
Methodological heterogeneity  further
shapes legibility. Quantitative designs tend to
yield discursively visible chains of evidence
(sampling frames, tables, statistical summaries)
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that boards find straightforward to evaluate;
qualitative traditions require explicit analytic
transparency (coding procedures, audit trails,
reflexivity) to achieve equivalent credibility.
Where exemplars and discipline-sensitive
guidance are absent, qualitative work risks being
read as anecdotal or under-analysed, thereby
creating pressure to mimic quantitative legibility
or to provide supplementary documentation
(Morse, 2015; Varela et al., 2021; Crowe et al.,
2024).

Institutional configuration and committee
composition matter: the presence (or absence) of
external examiners, reputational relations, and
local disciplinary norms influence interpretive
frames and gatekeeping dynamics. Internal-only
boards can amplify local epistemic hierarchies;
external examiners may introduce alternative
perspectives and reduce insularity (Mullins,
Kiley, 2002; Mafora, Lessing, 2016; Stigmar,
2018).

In EFL and international candidate
contexts, language and rhetorical fluency
interact with substantive assessment. Examiners
sometimes conflate presentation and analytic
substance, risking epistemic exclusion where
language proficiency is taken as a proxy for
scholarly merit. Interventions that scaffold
disciplinary writing and separate language from
epistemic contribution are therefore vital in
multilingual contexts (Othman, Lo, 2023; Man
et al., 2020; Tiwari, 2023).

These strands of research converge on a
pragmatic conclusion: to make academic rigour
more transparent and equitable, specification
(rubrics) must be paired with social processes
that render tacit norms explicit — notably
calibrated rubrics with annotated exemplars,
examiner calibration workshops, and supervisor
development focused on analytic transparency.
This combined strategy respects methodological
plurality while reducing arbitrary local
epistemic effects (Belcher et al., 2016; Bukhari
et al. 2021; Kumar, Stracke, 2011).

Methodology and methods. Design. This
study adopts a qualitative multi-method
interpretive design with convergent
triangulation to examine how standards of

academic rigour are articulated, operationalised
and legitimised in MA dissertation assessment.
The design is appropriate because rigour is not a
fixed or directly observable attribute but a
socially  constructed judgement produced
through discourse, institutional routines and
professional interpretation. Qualitative methods
are therefore required to capture examiners’
reasoning, the discursive work of assessment
texts, and the mechanisms-such as supervisory
mediation, methodological legibility and board
dynamics-that shape evaluative outcomes.
Multiple qualitative data sources are analysed in
parallel and integrated through triangulation to
explain divergences between written criteria and
enacted  practice. Limited  descriptive
quantification is used only to contextualise the
corpus; the study’s explanatory force rests on
qualitative  interpretation and case-level
integration of evidence.

Setting and corpus construction. The
empirical setting is the Department of English,
University of Batna 2. The documentary corpus
for analysis is a purposive sample of 120 MA
dissertations drawn from the larger set of theses
submitted to the department between May 2023
and June 2025. The sampling frame for this
corpus was constructed as follows. First, the
departmental registry of MA submissions for the
period May 2023 — June 2025 was consulted and
used to identify candidate files. Second,
electronic copies of the identified dissertations
were retrieved from the department repository or
produced by scanning official printed copies.
Third, each file was inspected for completeness
(title page, abstract, chapters, bibliography and
final board decision) and assigned an
anonymised identifier. Fourth, associated
artefacts (available internal examiner reports or
marking sheets and the departmental
guidelines/rubrics in force during the period)
were collected and linked to the corresponding
dissertation records.

The sample of 120 dissertations comprises
40 dissertations from each of the department’s
three principal options: LLA, LC, and Didactics.
This balanced sampling across options supports
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comparative reading across the department’s
main programme orientations.

Corpus and Sub-sample. Construction.
Because the selected corpus was large for
intensive interpretive reading, the analysis
proceeded in two complementary tiers. Tier 1
applied concise objective coding across the full
corpus of 120 dissertations to produce
contextual  descriptions  that  supported
interpretive claims, while Tier 2 employed a
stratified purposive sub-sample for close
qualitative reading and case-level triangulation.

Tier 1 (corpus-wide coding) used a short
coding sheet applied to every dissertation to
capture essential interpretation-relevant features
while deliberately avoiding heavy
quantification. Tier 2 (close reading) selected a
moderate sub-sample for in-depth analysis: a 36-
case sub-sample with equal representation by
option (12 per option) was drawn. Within each
option, cases were stratified by year (2023,
2024, 2025), methodological orientation
(qualitative, quantitative, mixed, theoretical)
and grade band; within strata, individual theses
were selected by random draw. The selection
algorithm and the justification for any purposive
inclusions were recorded in the Methods
appendix to ensure transparency and
reproducibility.

Supervisors and internal examiners
associated with the close-read theses were
prioritised for interview to enable case-level
triangulation; where direct linkage to a sampled
thesis was not possible because an individual
was unavailable, interview recruitment was
broadened purposively to maintain analytic
breadth. Supervisor rank was recorded for
contextual purposes but was not used as a
selection criterion for the sub-sample.

Participants and recruitment.
Interviews were conducted with departmental
teachers who acted as supervisors or internal
examiners during the study period. The target
interview sample comprises approximately 25
teachers: 12 supervisors and about 13
examiners. Participants were purposively
recruited on the basis of active supervisory or
examining experience between May 2023 and

June 2025 and with attention to capturing a
range of research profiles and experience levels.
While academic rank was recorded, it did not
influence participant selection. Participants
were recruited via an initial email invitation
containing an information sheet. Interviews,
conducted individually in English, were
scheduled at each participant's convenience.

Data sources and instruments. Data
sources comprise:

— The corpus of 120 selected
dissertations (full files as collected and
anonymised);

—  The internal examiner reports;

—  The departmental guidelines and any
formal rubrics in force during the study period
(see Appendix A); and

—  Semi-structured interviews with the
purposive sample of departmental teachers

The study employs two complementary
coding instruments. The corpus coding sheet,
applied to all 120 dissertations, records
anonymised ID, year of submission, declared
option  (LLA/LC/Didactics),  anonymised
supervisor and internal examiner names,
methodology type (qualitative / quantitative /
mixed / theoretical), presence of explicit
research question(s), presence of an explicit
theoretical framework, approximate reference
count band, grade band on the department’s
0-20 scale (observed values in the sample fall
between 10 and 17), and a binary flag indicating
whether the examiner report records substantive
concerns requiring revision (see Appendix B).
The close-read coding frame used for the sub-
sample was derived from Batna 2 University’s
English department rubric and expanded with
inductive  epistemic codes that capture
conceptual clarity, theoretical engagement,
methodological justification, data quality,
analytic rigour, originality, literature use,
citation practice patterns, academic writing
quality and explicit examiner criticisms (see
Appendix C).

Procedures and data handling. All
dissertation files and examiner reports were
anonymised at intake: student and staff names
were replaced by coded identifiers and a secure,
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encrypted key linking codes to identities was
stored separately and only accessible to the
principal investigator. The corpus coding sheet
was piloted on a small set of sample files to
refine definitions and coding bands; inter-coder
checks were applied to a purposive 10% subset
before full corpus coding to ensure consistency
(see Appendix D).

Interviews were semi-structured, lasting
approximately 45-75 minutes, audio-recorded
with participant consent and professionally
transcribed. Transcripts were anonymised and
stored on encrypted drives. Interview guides
began with broad questions about participants’
definitions of rigour and proceeded to request
concrete, anonymised examples from their
supervisory or examining practice; participants
were given the option to respond using
composite or masked examples to protect
confidentiality (see Appendix E).

Analysis. Analysis proceeded iteratively
and comparatively. Corpus coding produced a
concise descriptive backdrop that was reported
sparingly and only to contextualise interpretive
claims. Thematic analysis (reflexive approach
following Braun, Clarke, 2006) was applied to
interview transcripts and to the open interpretive
segments of examiner reports. Critical discourse
analysis (CDA) was applied to examiner reports
and departmental guidelines to reveal how
evaluative language constructs authority and
frames standards of rigour. For each close-read
thesis a triangulation matrix was produced that
aligned rubric items and guideline statements
(what is written) with examiner comments,
thesis features and the supervisor/examiner’s
interview claims (what is enacted) (see
Appendix F). These matrices are the primary
analytic devices used to answer RQ2 and to
illustrate  correspondences or divergences
between stated criteria and enacted practice.

Trustworthiness and reflexivity.
Trustworthiness was  enhanced through
triangulation across documents and interviews,
thick description and rich case vignettes, inter-
coder checks on purposive subsets of close-read
cases, and an audit trail that recorded sampling
decisions and coding adjustments. Member

checking was offered to a limited set of
participants in the form of anonymised
summaries of emergent findings. Reflexive
memos documented  the researcher’s
positionality and analytic decisions throughout
the project.

Ethical considerations. Ethical approval
was obtained before data collection. Informed
written consent was secured for all interviews.
Dissertation files and examiner reports were
anonymised on intake; publications use
anonymised citations and redacted quotations
where necessary to prevent identification.
Sensitive examiner comments are only quoted
with explicit consent or presented in heavily
anonymised form. All raw data are stored in
encrypted media with restricted access.

Research Results and Discussion. This
section presents the empirical analysis first and
then interprets those findings. The analytic
procedures combined reflexive thematic
analysis of interview transcripts and open-text
examiner comments with CDA of examiner
reports and guidelines; case-level triangulation
used a documented matrix that aligned
dissertation features, examiner comments and
interview claims for each close-read case.

At the corpus level, the distribution is
balanced across the department’s three options
(40 dissertations in LLA, 40 in LC, and 40 in
Didactics). Methodologically, the corpus is
dominated by quantitative research: 60
dissertations (50%) employ quantitative
designs, 36 (30%) use mixed methods, and 24
(20%) rely primarily on qualitative approaches.
An explicit research question is stated in 96
dissertations (80%) and an explicit theoretical
framework is visible in 78 ones (65%).
Examiner  reports  flagged  substantive
methodological or reporting concerns in 24
dissertations (20% of the corpus). Grade bands
cluster in the mid-range: approximately 10% of
dissertations fall in the lowest band (grades 10-
11), 60% in the middle band (12-14) and 30%
in the upper band (15-17). These descriptive
figures contextualise the interpretive claims that
follow and are reported sparingly so as not to
displace the study’s qualitative emphasis.
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Critical discourse analysis of examiner
reports and departmental guidelines reveals a
recurrent rhetorical double register. Examiner
texts routinely invoke rubric-consistent
language — explicit mentions of “research
questions”, “methodological clarity” and
“formatting requirements” appear in a
substantial number of reports — and these
formal items are mobilised as explicit
justificatory ~ resources in  accept/revise
decisions. At the same time, examiner reports
also regularly use tacit evaluative idioms, such
as “analytical depth”, “intellectual
contribution” and “conceptual engagement”,
which do not map neatly onto checklist items.
The CDA shows that rubric language is used
instrumentally: it legitimates administrative
decision-making, while tacit idioms articulate
the department’s implicit standards of scholarly
value.

Interviews  with  supervisors  and
examiners illuminate how these discursive
registers are lived and operationalised.
Participants articulate rigour in a dual mode: as
procedural defensibility and as interpretive
contribution. A supervising senior associate
professor captured this duality succinctly: “We
ask for a method chapter that is readable and
auditable; that gives the board something
concrete to point to. But when it comes to
awarding merit, we are looking for a thesis that
actually argues — not just reports” [Sup-11].
An examiner explicitly described the evaluative
asymmetry between methodological forms:
“Quantitative work presents chains of evidence
in a way boards like to see; qualitative work
must build an equivalent chain — coding steps,
traces of interpretation — otherwise we ask for
more detail” [Exam-09]. Interviews also
describe supervisory labour as a mechanism of
alignment: supervisors routinely advise on the
format and presentation that boards recognise,
and in many cases assist in revising method
chapters and results prior to submission.

Triangulation across corpus analysis,
examiner reports and interviews reveals that
rigour is articulated and enacted through two
interlocking registers: procedural compliance

and epistemic contribution. Departmental
templates and written guidelines supply a
formal vocabulary centred on explicit research
questions, methodological transparency and
structural completeness, and examiner reports
frequently invoke these elements as
justificatory resources in accept or revise
decisions. However, both examiner discourse
and interview accounts show that these
procedural criteria function primarily as
instruments of defensibility in  board
deliberations, while substantive judgements
often hinge on tacit normative assessments such
as analytical depth, conceptual engagement and
intellectual contribution. The convergence of
corpus-level  templates,  rubric-consistent
examiner language and explicit examiner
reflections confirms that procedural criteria
provide the formal scaffold of evaluation, but
tacit interpretive judgements ultimately shape
how rigour is enacted in practice.

These evaluative dynamics are closely
linked to the evidentiary legibility of
methodological choices. While the corpus
distribution indicates that quantitative designs
are prevalent (50%, with a further 30% using
mixed methods), close analysis of examiner
reports reveals that methodological form alone
does not guarantee evaluative security. In fact,
56% of quantitative dissertations were
explicitly asked to provide additional
procedural detail, including clearer sampling
procedures, analytic steps and reliability
measures. Examiner interviews clarify the
mechanism underlying this pattern: boards
privilege forms of evidence that are visibly
traceable and auditable, such as statistical
tables, coding frameworks and explicit
procedural chains. Methodological rigour,
therefore, is not evaluated solely on
epistemological grounds but also on how
clearly the evidentiary process is rendered
visible and defensible to evaluators.
Evidentiary legibility emerges as a key currency
in assessment, shaping how methodological
choices are interpreted and valued.

Supervisory practice plays a central role
in mediating this legibility by translating tacit
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departmental expectations into  concrete
manuscript features. In the close-read sub-
sample, 15 of 36 dissertations (42%) showed
clear evidence of  supervisor-driven
restructuring prior to submission, including
reorganised method sections, clarified analytic
procedures and documented supervisory
annotations. Interview data corroborate that
supervisors actively socialise students into the
implicit evaluative norms of the department. As
one senior supervisor explained, “Part of
supervision is showing students how to package
their work so it reads as research that can be
defended” [Sup-04]. Through this process,
supervisors  effectively  convert implicit
evaluative criteria into explicit textual features,
thereby shaping how dissertations are
subsequently interpreted by examination
boards. Supervisory intervention thus functions
as an informal standardisation mechanism,
influencing whether a dissertation will be read
charitably or critically.

At the same time, analysis reveals a
persistent gap between written rubric criteria
and the interpretive standards that guide actual
evaluation. In the stratified close-read sample,
explicit alignment between rubric criteria and
examiner justification was observed in only 19
of 36 cases (53%), while in the remaining 17
cases (47%), examiner reports foregrounded
evaluative criteria not explicitly specified in the
rubric. Interviewees acknowledged that rubric
language is often invoked strategically,
particularly in borderline decisions, to provide
procedural legitimacy. As one examiner noted,
“We quote the guideline to be transparent;
sometimes it is our shield”. Critical discourse
analysis shows that rubric references and tacit
evaluative idioms coexist within examiner
reports, but serve different functions: rubric
language legitimates administrative decisions,
while tacit criteria articulate substantive
scholarly value. This pattern demonstrates that
rubrics do not fully constrain evaluation but
operate alongside interpretive practices shaped
by local epistemic norms.

Two case vignettes illustrate how these
mechanisms operate in practice. Dissertation

T12-LLA-2024 presented a novel interpretive
argument but lacked detailed documentation of
coding procedures. The examiner report
acknowledged the conceptual originality but
recommended revisions because the evidentiary
chain was insufficiently visible, noting that the
“claims are interesting but lack a clear coding
trail”. The supervising lecturer confirmed that
supervision had prioritised argumentation and
framing, and that the student had not anticipated
the board’s demand for explicit procedural
traceability. In contrast, dissertation TO7-DID-
2023 presented a clearly structured quantitative
design with explicit sampling and transparent
analytic steps. Examiner reports praised the
“robust chain of evidence” despite limited
theoretical ~ originality, and  interview
commentary confirmed that evidentiary
visibility facilitated confident evaluation.
Taken together, these cases demonstrate that
rigour is not determined solely by conceptual
innovation or methodological choice, but by the
extent to which scholarly claims are rendered
procedurally legible within the department’s
evaluative framework.

Analytically, these findings converge on
a central conclusion: written rubrics and
guidelines structure departmental expectations
and supply a shared vocabulary, but enacted
standards of rigour are produced in practice
through interactions among methodological
legibility, supervisory mediation and board-
level interpretive habits. The triangulated
evidence demonstrates not only where rubric
and practice align, but also the mechanisms that
explain divergence — local expectations about
evidentiary form, supervisory editorial labour,
and the internal composition of boards that
privileges reputational influence.

Inter-coder reliability checks of the
corpus coding process showed 90% raw
agreement on binary items (explicit research
questions, explicit theoretical framework,
rubric-report alignment) and a Cohen’s kappa
of 0.78 for the rubric-report alignment variable,
indicating substantial agreement; discrepancies
were resolved through consensus coding and
refinement of the codebook. These reliability
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measures increase confidence that the patterns
reported above reflect systematic features of the
corpus and not idiosyncratic coding decisions.

In sum, the analysis answers the research
questions by showing how supervisors and
examiners articulate rigour in dual registers,
how written criteria correspond with enacted
practice only partially, and how institutional
and epistemic factors mediate which forms of
scholarship are rewarded.

This study reframes MA dissertation
evaluation as an active interpretive process in
which written instruments, local practices, and
interpersonal dynamics collectively determine
what counts as rigour. Rather than simply
documenting inconsistency between rubrics
and practice, the paper offers a new explanatory
lens: the dual-register framework. This
framework — which distinguishes a procedural,
rubric-oriented register from a tacit, interpretive
register and shows how they interact as
mechanisms of justification and exclusion — is
the paper’s principal conceptual contribution.

The originality of the dual-register claim
lies in three moves. First, it formalises an
analytic distinction that prior work has only
observed discursively: we do not merely note
that discretion exists; we specify the registers
through which discretion is enacted and the
functional roles those registers play in
adjudication (defensibility vs. substantive
valuation). Second, it links those registers to
concrete  mechanisms —  methodological
legibility, supervisory socialisation, and board
composition — thereby moving from description
to causal explanation. Third, it shows
empirically how the registers are invoked
strategically (for example, rubrics are cited as
administrative cover even when tacit evaluative
judgments determine the substantive outcome),
which  explains  persistent  rubric—reality
divergence. In short, the dual-register
framework translates a vague observation about
“discretion” into an operational model for
understanding and changing evaluative
practice.

From this conceptual vantage, three
analytic insights follow. First, methodological

legibility is not a neutral technical issue but an
institutional currency: artifacts that reduce
interpretive effort (tables, sampling frames,
coding logs) become de facto tokens of rigour
because they allow boards to adjudicate with low
cognitive cost. Second, supervisory socialisation
functions as a distributive  mechanism:
supervisors who convert tacit expectations into
legible manuscript practices effectively confer
evaluative advantage on their candidates. Third,
board composition shapes interpretive latitude:
internal-only configurations amplify local norms
and reputational dynamics, whereas external
perspectives tend to broaden interpretive
repertoires. These insights are not additive
descriptions; together they specify how the dual
registers are realised in everyday assessment
work.

The theoretical payoff of this account is
practical as well as analytic. If rigour is
produced through interacting registers and
mediating mechanisms, then interventions that
target only one surface (e.g., more detailed
rubrics) will have limited effect. Instead, the
model argues for paired reforms that
simultaneously alter documentary expectations
and shared interpretive practices: calibrated
rubrics accompanied by annotated exemplars,
regular examiner calibration sessions using
anonymised exemplars, and structured
supervisor development  focused on
documenting  analytic  processes.  These
interventions  flow directly from the
mechanisms identified by the dual-register
framework, and they are testable in
departmental or inter-departmental pilot
studies.

Methodologically, the study illustrates
the wvalue of triangulating corpus-level
description, close reading, and interview data to
trace how discursive practices (examiner
reports, supervisory edits) instantiate evaluative
registers.  Analytically, the dual-register
framework can be applied beyond this single
department: it provides a heuristic for
comparative work that seeks to map how
differing institutional architectures (e.g., use of
external examiners, national QA regimes) shift
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the balance between procedural and interpretive
registers.

Limitations are modest but important: the
single-department focus constrains claims of
generalisability, and the absence of external
examiner data in this context shapes the specific
configurations observed. Nonetheless, the
explanatory scope of the dual-register
framework suggests clear pathways for future
research — experimental evaluations of
exemplar-based  calibration,  longitudinal
ethnographies of supervisory socialisation, and
comparative studies across institutional types —
each of which can test whether changing
interpretive  practice  reduces evaluative
variance.

In sum, this study’s novel contribution is
not only empirical description but conceptual
translation: it turns the commonplace
recognition that “rubrics are not everything”
into a precise framework that explains how and
why rubrics are incomplete, and it points to
interventions that address the root mechanisms
by which evaluative judgements are produced.

Conclusion. This study reframes MA
dissertation assessment as a process of
epistemic adjudication in which written criteria,
local practices, and interpersonal dynamics
jointly determine what counts as rigour. Its core
contribution is conceptual: by showing that
evaluative judgements are enacted through
distributed interpretive work, the study shifts
the analytic focus from whether rubrics exist to
how institutional arrangements and everyday
practices translate those rubrics into outcomes.
This reframing foregrounds the politics of
interpretation rather than treating evaluation as
a merely technical exercise.

Practically, the findings point to
institutional reforms that operate at the level of
shared interpretation and capacity rather than
only at the level of paperwork. Departments
seeking fairer, more transparent assessment
should therefore prioritise measures that make
tacit expectations explicit and that build
collective reading practices among supervisors
and examiners. Finally, while the single-
department design limits claims of broad

generalisability, the argument produces clear,
testable propositions for comparative and
experimental work-most pressingly, whether
exemplar-based calibration and targeted
supervisor development measurably reduce
evaluative variance and unequal student
burdens.

For policymakers, the study suggests that
fairness requires both rule specification and
capacity building: regulatory instruments
(rubrics, examiner guidelines) should be
coupled with funded examiner calibration and
supervisor training. Implementing such paired
reforms at departmental and national levels will
be the clearest route to aligning written
expectations with enacted judgements.

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Abstract. Introduction. The study of idiomatic expressions in political media discourse
is a relevant area of modern linguodidactics, since these units serve not only as carriers
of imagery, but also as a tool to influence mass consciousness. The strategic use of idioms,
particularly in D. Trump's speech samples, requires the development of special
methodological approaches to English course. The purpose of this article is to analyze the
linguodidactic potential of English idioms based on the speech practice of an American
politician and to develop pragmatic-oriented tasks for the formation of foreign-language
communicative competence of students through discourse-based activities. Materials and
methods. The study is of a combined nature, integrating linguistic analysis and didactic
methods. The source base consists of 15 public speech data by D. Trump, selected by
continuous sampling. The teaching component of the study is implemented through the
methods of designing educational tasks and modeling real-life situations, which allow
creating certain learning tasks and educational environment, enabling the implementation
of a didactic complex for developing students' communicative competence. Results. The
study reveals that idioms used in political discourse serve manipulative and simplifying
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functions, enabling effective target audience influence. A complex of tasks (video
analysis, role-playing debates, linguocultural analysis, essay writing) is developed to
foster skills in recognizing, interpreting, and critical understanding of idioms. Pilot testing
demonstrates statistically significant academic skills improvement: the ability to explain
the meaning of idioms in the context is 53.4%, and the adequate use of idioms in
discourse-based classroom activities is 66.7%. Conclusion. The effectiveness of political
discourse idiomatic expressions for a foreign language teaching/learning process is
approved to be the integral part for developing not only language skills of students, but
also their critical thinking ability, media literacy and cross-cultural communicative
competence, that corresponds to the modern requirements for training future specialists
in higher education institutions.

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Abstract. Introduction. The reform of the teacher education system in India, in
accordance with the National Education Policy 2020, has led to the implementation of the
Integrated Teacher Education Programme (ITEP). This four-year Bachelor's model is
designed to bridge the gap between theoretical and practical teacher training, highlighting
its relevance. Within the context of subject teacher training, the ITEP programme
uniquely positions English as a dual entity, serving as both a primary specialisation and
a compulsory element of general language training. This necessitates an in-depth
examination of the mechanisms through which professional competencies are formed.
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The purpose of the work was to identify and characterize the mechanisms for developing
the professional competencies of future English language teachers within the ITEP
programme, implemented through its academic modules and teaching practice system,
without conducting experimental verification. Materials and methods. The empirical base
of the study consisted of regulatory documents from the National Council for Teacher
Education (NCTE) and the curricula of universities implementing ITEP. A comparative
analysis was conducted of the curricula of six leading Indian universities and institutions
implementing the ITEP: Kurukshetra University, University of Calcutta, Pondicherry
University, the Regional Institute of Education (NCERT), Mysore, the University of
Delhi, and Aligarh Muslim University. This selection ensured the coverage of diverse
regional and institutional models of teacher training, encompassing both pilot and
recently introduced programmes (2023-2025). Results and discussion. The study
identified and characterized a five-component structure of the English language teacher's
professional readiness within ITEP, integrating subject-linguistic, methodological-
didactic, digital-pedagogical, assessment, and practical components. It was established
that competency formation is ensured by the coordinated interaction of disciplinary tracks
(Major/Minor), psychological-pedagogical and methodological courses, ICT modules,
and prolonged, sequentially organized school practice. Systemic challenges related to the
implementation of ITEP were identified, such as infrastructure limitations and a shortage
of qualified personnel. Ways to improve the programme were outlined, including
enriching the digital module with tasks on working with Al, developing CLIL
competency through embedded training, and standardizing assessment tools for teaching
practice. Conclusion. The analysis allows us to conclude that the ITEP programme is a
holistic, multi-level, and practice-oriented model in which the formation of professional
competencies of a future English language teacher occurs synergistically through the
integration of subject knowledge, methodological tools, the digital environment, and
teaching practice, bound together by a unified assessment culture. The programme's
regulatory framework ensures the structure and sequence of this process. The ITEP
experience demonstrates the effectiveness of the integrated approach and can be
considered in the improvement of teacher education programmes in other countries.

In this
context, the significant, yet methodologically under-recognised, potential of physical
education and recreational activities requires an in-depth analysis of their fundamental
principles, structure and mechanisms of influence. The aim of the study is to analyse and
reveal the nature of physical education and recreational activities as a pedagogical means
of preventing deviant behaviour. It also aims to identify the components of their systemic
structure and describe the key psychological and pedagogical mechanisms of influence.
Materials and methods. The study is theoretical in nature. Methods used included
theoretical analysis and synthesis of scientific literature, comparative and contrastive
methods, theoretical modeling, and structural-functional analysis. Results. The article
explores the nature of physical education and recreational activities as a purposeful,
pedagogically organized process integrating physical activity, health practices, and leisure
interactions to foster personal and social resources that provide an alternative to deviance.

Teachers' functional and role-based positions in educational
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Abstract. Introduction Modern teaching is characterized by multitasking and requires
teachers to flexibly switch between a variety of professional functions. The existing
models of role positions often do not reflect the complexity and situational variability of
the teacher's work, and also do not take into account the specifics of teachers’ functional
activities. The purpose of this study is to theoretically substantiate and empirically verify
the model of functional role positions of a teacher, reflecting the discrete nature of their
professional actions. Materials and methods. Based on the synthesis of structural
components of pedagogical activity (N.V. Kuzmina) and managerial roles (T.Y.
Bazarov), a model of seven functional role positions was developed: expert, educator,
administrator, sociotechnologist, methodologist, mediator and ontologist. To diagnose
the degree of mastery and discreteness of perception of these positions by teachers, the
original research methodology "Functional role positions of teachers in the classroom™
(Cronbach's o = 0.913) was developed and validated. 89 teachers of secondary schools
participated in the study. The data was processed using descriptive statistics methods and
the Wilcoxon criterion in the SPSS and EQS programs. Results. The results confirmed
the hypothesis of discrete perception of functional role positions by teachers. A clear
hierarchy in their mastery was revealed: there is an absolute dominance of the “Expert”
position, while the “Ontologist” position turned out to be the least pronounced. The
positions of “Educator”, ‘“Administrator”, ‘“Sociotechnician”, “Mediator” and
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“Methodologist” form a stable intermediate group. Statistically significant differences
were found for most pairs of comparisons (p<0.05). At the same time, the absence of
significant differences between the positions of “Educator” and “Administrator” indicates
their possible interchangeability in practice. Conclusions. The study demonstrates that the
concept of functional role positions is a relevant tool for analyzing the complexly
organized activities of teachers. The data obtained emphasize the dominant role of the
teacher's expert activity and identify areas for professional development, in particular, the
need to strengthen evaluative and reflexive activity (“Ontology”). The developed
questionnaire can be used to assess and develop teachers' professional competence.

In the context of dynamic changes in modern society and the
labor market, the study of the processes of personal development of students as future
specialists is of particular relevance. Self-actualization and self-realization are key
vectors of this development, which determine not only professional maturity, but also the
psychological well-being of an individual. The purpose of the work. This study aimed to
examine the levels and characteristics of self-actualization and self-realization among
students in their second or third year of higher education, and to identify the relationships
between these processes and personal characteristics. The hypotheses of the study
suggested that the level of self — actualization would be above average due to the
availability of educational resources, while the level of self-realization would be below
average due to infantile prioritization and uncertainty of the future. Materials and
methods. The empirical base of the study consisted of 194 2-3-year students of
K.E. Tsiolkovsky Kaluga State University. The diagnosis was carried out using
psychodiagnostic techniques: a modified version of the “Self-actualization Test” (CAT)
and the “Self-realization judgments Test” by S.I. Kudinov. Descriptive statistics and
correlation analysis (Spearman’s rank correlation coefficient) were used to analyze the
data. The results. The results showed a contradictory picture. On the one hand, a
significant proportion of students have a high adaptive or harmonious level of self-
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realization (55%), accompanied by a clear understanding of goals, energy, optimism and
an internal locus of control. The predominant type is “personal self-realization” (77%).
On the other hand, 37% of respondents demonstrate irrational, inert or infantile levels,
which indicates difficulties in self-determination. Paradoxically, with high scores on
individual scales of self-actualization (self-esteem, value orientation, contact), the overall
level of self-actualization among 62% of students turned out to be low. Correlation
analysis revealed significant links, for example, negative ones, between synergy and
conscious goal setting, as well as between the level of self-realization and the need for
social contacts. The key growth area for most students is creativity, which has an average
level of development. Conclusion. The conducted research confirms that students have
significant potential for personal growth, which is often not fully realized due to internal
and external barriers. The revealed imbalance between the processes of self-actualization
and self-realization, as well as the weak expression of professional and social self-
realization, emphasize the need for purposeful psychological and pedagogical work at the
university. Based on the results, the Personality Transformation Workshop Training
Programme was developed and proposed for testing. It is aimed at providing
comprehensive support to students through art and theatre practices.

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Abstract. Introduction. Verbal aggression in bullying situations and at risk of its
occurrence can take various forms and natures, often causing significant harm to the
physical, mental, and social health of adolescents. Students who have been verbally
bullied have difficulty establishing effective dialogue, communication, and maintaining
relationships. The purpose of the work is to study the characteristics of verbal bullying
as one of the forms of communicative behavior. Materials and Methods. The sample
included 40 people. The study was conducted at Kursk State Medical University
(20 people) and the Medical and Pharmaceutical College (20 people). Of these, 18 were
boys and 22 were girls. The average age of respondents was 17 years. Psychological
diagnostics were carried out using the following methods: the Questionnaire of the
Atmosphere at School (A. A. Bochaver, V. B. Kuznetsova, E. M. Bianki et al.), the
Classical Sociometry scales (Sociometric Test in School Practice) by M. Bityanova, the
Social-Situational Anxiety scale by R. Kondash, the Psychodiagnostic Test (PDT)
by V. Melnikov and L. Yampolsky, the Method for Identifying the 'Bullying Structure'
by E. G. Norkina, the Method for Measuring Self-Esteem by Dembo-Rubinstein for
Adolescents and Young Men, the Bass-Darki Hostility Questionnaire (Arnold Bass and
Ann Darkie, adapted by S. N. Enikolopov). The results were processed using the
STATISTICA 7.0 software product and the structural-functional method
of A.V. Karpov. Research results. Among college students, there is a lack of clear role
distribution, which is explained by the presence of physical and verbal aggression. This
contrasts with university students, whose relationships are built on mutual respect and
dialogue, and occasional disagreements are accepted with understanding, demonstrating
an acceptance of diverse relationships. Conclusions. Verbal aggression as a form of
communicative behavior in a bullying-risk situation is characteristic of the “victim”. Its
characteristics include not only rudeness and carelessness in expressions and
thoughtless speech, but also hostility, a negative, distrustful attitude toward others, and
suspiciousness, which contribute to a change in their status and role position.

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Abstract. Introduction. The study is relevant because, despite much attention being given
to the issue of personal subjectivity in domestic science, the subjectivity of students in
harmonising the inner world of individuals has not been the focus of specific research.
The aim of the study is to examine how students of different ages form significant
relationships. Materials and methods. The authors of the article consider students'
subjectivity in building a system of significant relationships as a special way of value-
semantic self-determination, which is characterized by an active, independent, reflexive
position of the individual in organizing the spheres of life and their social roles (values)
through a conscious and responsible choice of their motivational focus (personal
meaning) in each of these spheres. To diagnose this construct, the following were used:
I.S. Seregina's technique for determining the level of subjectivity; J. Rotter's “Level of
Subjective Control” (LSC) technique (adapted by E.F. Bazhin, E.A. Golynkina,
L.M. Etkind); The Morphological Test of Life Values (MTLV) methodology
by V.F. Sopov and L.V. Karpushina. The study involved full-time and part-time
undergraduate and graduate students from the Faculty of Psychology at the Pedagogical
Institute of Belgorod State University. The sample size was 165 people (93% — women):
54 were adolescents (ages 17 to 21) and 111 were adults (ages 22 to 46). Results. Data on
age-related differences in the structure of subjectivity were obtained: adolescent students
showed higher levels of activity (Me=8, U=2375, p<0.05), while adult students
demonstrated a greater capacity for reflection (Me==8.4, U=2401, p<0.1). Age differences
in locus of control were also found: adolescent students had a higher level of internality
in the domain of achievements (Me=17.6, U=2503, p<0.1), whereas adult students
showed higher internality in the domain of failures (Me==8.2, U=2489, p<0.1). The study
revealed a connection between the level of students’ subjectivity and the content and
degree of differentiation of their system of meaningful relationships. It was shown that a
high level of subjectivity in building a system of meaningful relationships (9% of the
sample) is associated with a clear hierarchy of life spheres and a priority on education and
learning (Me=63.4, H=11.8, p<0.01), which corresponds to the developmental tasks of
the student age. Conclusion. The conducted theoretical and empirical study demonstrated
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the validity of the author's methodological position. At the same time, it represents only
the first stage of problem solving. In the future, it is planned to expand the subject of the
research by studying the influence of the characteristics of students' subjectivity in
building a system of significant relationships on the psychological well-being of the

individual.
